What to bring to Farm & Wilderness Family Camp

Hopefully the weather will be warm and sunny, however, it is possible to have rain and cold temperatures.
Please be prepared for all types of weather. Please label your items with your family name or your initials, it will
help us to reunite you with your items when they wander off!

e  Hiking boots or sneakers with good tread. (Be sure to bring at least one pair of shoes that are
not sandals, especially if you want to go the barn or participate in barn chores where closed
toe shoes are required)

e  Warm Sleeping bag/or sheets and blankets to fit single bed, pillow and pillowcase. (Our
cabins are three sided, so be sure to bring enough warm bedding)

e  Flashlight/headlamp

e  Towels, bathing suit, water shoes, sunscreen

e Toiletry articles

° Long Johns
. Life jacket for babies and toddlers (50 Ibs. or under)
° Musical Instruments

° Arts & Craft Supplies
. Equipment for Play

° Boots for Barn Chores (hiking boots work great)

. Favorite Board Games/cards

o Words to your favorite songs/steps to your favorite dances

° Chords/sheet music to songs that you’d like to play or sing with others
. Mug for morning beverages if you prefer a large mug!

° Napkins for meals (Farm & Wilderness does not have napkins)

° Crazy Creek camp Chair
